They have performed an on-site inspection 
and are conducting tests on our windows.  The 
objective of their work is two-fold; 1.) Define the 
issues leading to the water intrusion and, 2.) Make 
recommendations for action we can take to cure 
the problems whether that be repair or replace the 
existing windows. 
 
Additionally, the companies who were involved in 
the installation of our windows following Hurricane 
Charley have been put on notice of the on-going 
issues we have experienced.  We are hopeful that 
a solution to our window issues can be reached in 
the near future with the cooperation of everyone.
